In City Limits Pick Up: $2 per
destination. 
Out of City Limits Pick Up (10
miles or less): $3 per destination 

LOCAL ROUTES:

Ride the “El Paseo” downtown
routes. There are 16 stops including
the Mall de las Aguilas, Wal-Mart,
and H.E.B. The Blue Line is
complemented with the Red Line that
runs in reverse and meet at Walmart..
$2 per boarding per rider. 
 

EAGLE PASS FIXED ROUTES:

Routes are based on need and
availability. Please call the SWART
Office for Specific Travel Schedules.
Rates: $15-$30 per rider based on
destination. 
Standard destinations include San
Antonio, Laredo, Kerrville, Del Rio,
Eagle Pass, Uvalde, Carrizo Springs,
and Pearsall.

OUT OF AREA ROUTES:

Demand Response Routes require
24 hours in advance notice to

reserve your ride.

Rules:

Rules continued:
Masks are not required.
3 riders are required for an                  
 out of area trip to be made in  
 most cases.
Fares are to be paid at the time          
of boarding by using an electronic
fare card or paying by phone in
advance.
Foul language,  disruptive
behavior, harassment, and
threatening behavior will not be
tolerated.
Vehicles are equipped with on
board security cameras in which
riders and drivers are video
recorded. 
Cancellations for local routes must
be made at least 1 hour in advance
or will be considered a no show
with a charge.
No Shows/Cancellations at the
door will be charged.   
Drivers are not allowed to enter
homes.

Same day scheduling requests will be
charged double and will be
performed if there is availability. 
Tobacco and alcohol is prohibited   
 while traveling. 
Ramps at a rider’s home must be in
good condition for Drivers to
maneuver those in mobility devices.
They WILL NOT bring mobility
devices down steps or stairs.
Earphones are required for riders
who wish to listen to their own music
playing devices. 
Riders must provide their own
children car seats and car boosters.
